| wanted to be in the air at 4:30am that Sunday morning; thunder woke me up at 2. Back to sleep until
the alarm went off and | took my time getting to the airport. The storm that had passed over central
Phoenix was now west of the White Tank Mountains, and still full of lighting. The skies to the east did
not look bad, but | waited until 5am to depart.

Sunrise was 5:33 but on crosswind | could see Four Peaks in the dim predawn light. In the still night
air, the lights of Phoenix were quickly behind me as | headed to Dumas, Texas (DUX) for my first fuel
stop. A very small course deviation over Albuquerque was all that was needed to stay clear of the
widely scattered clouds. The skies cleared east of ABQ. A call to FlightWatch predicted good
conditions all the way to Dayton Ohio Green County Airport, my destination.

In the air again before 9am, next stop Macon Missouri (K89) for $4.22 a gallon avgas. Online at
Macon, the weather still looked good to Dayton and there was a nice tailwind for the final leg of the
day to 119. Very soon, the clouds increased and ceiling lowered, dropping my altitude from 9500 to
7500 then 5500 before the building storm ahead of me changed my course to the north and my
destination to Frankfort Indiana (FKR). Checking radar and consulting with the local CFl, the new
plan was to fly 50 miles east to Muncie, then direct to Dayton, landing at 3:30 Arizona time.

would easily fill another day. A one-hour flight
up to Akron Canton airport (CAK) and dinner
with family and day two was over.

Friday morning- eastbound to Mount Pocono, PA. (MPO), then to Leesburg VA (JYO) and the
weekend at the Udvar-Hazy Air and Space Museum at Dulles, http://www.nasm.si.edu/UdvarHazy/
and the Museums, Memorials and Monuments at the National Mall in DC.

Monday morning — off to Oshkosh, with a stop in Kenton Ohio (195), then Aurora IL (ARR) for fuel,
landing 12:45 on runway 36L, parking and setting up camp in homebuilt camping. Then the rest of the
day to see the vendors, planes, air show, and entertainment. Full days on Tuesday and Wednesday
allowed a few more bites of the huge aviation buffet that is AirVenture http://www.airventure.org/.

Departing OSH Thursday morning 7am, again from 36L, turning out over Lake Winnebago and then
turning towards Albany Missouri (K19) for the first fuel stop. 100 foot ceilings and % mile visibility was
not so good at Albany, so a clearance for the ILS at Saint Joseph, MO (STJ) brought me through the
1000 foot layer with a ceiling around 700 feet.

Taking time for a leisurely breakfast, but the overcast was still there, so a clearance to VFR on top
took me back up to sunny skies. In another hundred miles the overcast that covered most of southern
lowa, northwest Missouri, and northeastern Kansas was behind the RV. The fuel stop at Dalhart
Texas was hot but a steady breeze helped. Minimal course changes for a few rain showers in New
Mexico and Eastern Arizona and landing at home base GEU at 4:30.
